SPORTSMANSHIP EXPECTATIONS FOR STUDENT GROUPS

MEMBERS OF OTHER STUDENT GROUPS (PEP CLUB, BAND) are expected to:

A. Establish themselves as leaders in conduct before, during, and after contests and
events.  Always provide positive support for the school's team, rather than
intimidating or ridiculing the other team.

B. Assist cheerleaders with yells, chants, etc., and be a working part of pep
assemblies, with preparation, organization, and involvement.

C. Treat opposing players, coaches, spectators, and support groups with respect and
enthusiasm.

D. Refrain from taunting or making any kind of derogatory remarks to opponents
during the game, especially comments of ethnic, racial, or sexual nature.

E. Conduct themselves in an exemplary manner, remembering they represents the
school both home and away.

F. Respect the integrity and judgment of game officials.

Treating them with respect, even if disagreeing with their
judgment, will only make a positive impression of the group, the
team, and community in the eyes of all people at the event.

G. Be exemplary role models by positively supporting teams in every manner possible,
including content of cheers and signs.

Any form of unacceptable behavior by any student is subject to discipline which may include removal
from the event, suspension of participation in all athletic events for a season or school year,
suspension from school, and/or referral to the local authorities.
